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1. Kazakhstan - Kyrgyzstan - Kazakhstan:

Almaty - Charyn - Karakol - Altyn-Arashan - Djety-Oguz — Son Kul - Susamyr -
Bishkek - Almaty.

Day 6 Excursion around Kashgar.

Day 7 Bus transfer via the Irkishtam Pass to Nura, tents.

Day 8 Transport to Osh, city trip, hotel.

Day 9 Osh to Bishkek, Guest House Asia Mountains.

Day 10 Depart from Bishkek.
